GENERAL DESCRIPTION:


The Punchbowl Creek winter habitat survey begins at it confluence with the N.F. Nehalem River and extends 900 meters.  One reach was designated based on channel morphology, gradient, and significant tributary junctions.  Rapids were the dominant habitat type, while cobble and gravel were the dominant substrate types.  The first 100 units of this survey lacks large woody debris, however, access is limited for industrial equipment to perform a large wood placement project.  This stream has suitable habitat for Coho.  However, there are no significant pools due to the lack of large wood in the first half of the survey.  End of Coho utilization occurs with a 50/50 split and a gradient increase, which eliminate habitat suitable for Coho.

SNORKEL SURVEYS:


No snorkel survey was conducted in this stream survey.  The habitat surveyors observed no signs of Coho during the habitat survey.

REACH DESCRIPTIONS:

REACH 1:


Length – 900 meters.  The channel is constrained by alternating hillslope/terrace in a broad valley.  The average valley index is 2.2.  Land use for the reach is forest land, with secondary timber and young trees.  The average unit gradient is 6.7%.  The channel characteristics include: primary 900m and secondary 125m.  The reach had a small amount of large woody debris with 7 logs greater or equal to 10m x .6m, which averages to .8 key pieces per 100m.  The vegetation is based on 2 riparian transects.  The type of trees found most frequently in the riparian zone consists of deciduous 15 – 30cm, with some larger deciduous trees recorded.  Conifers appeared to be lacking in the riparian zone throughout this survey.  In addition, large wood appears to be lacking in the first 100 units of the survey.
