GENERAL DESCRIPTION:


The Upper N.F. Tributary C winter habitat survey begins at its confluence with the upper N.F. Nehalem River and extends 461 meters.  One reach was designated based on channel morphology and gradient.  Riffles and scour pools were the dominant habitat types, while sand and gravel were the dominant substrate types.    

SNORKEL SURVEYS:


The snorkel survey observed no juvenile Coho in this survey.  Only resident trout were observed with a peak count of 2 in the one pool where fish were found.    

REACH 1:


Length – 461 meters.  The channel is constrained by terraces in a broad valley.  The average valley index is 3.0%.  Land uses for the reach are forest land, with secondary timber.  The average unit gradient is 2.3%.  The channel characteristics include: primary 461m and secondary 40m.  The reach contains only 2 logs greater or equal to 10m x .6m, which averages .4 key pieces per 100m.  The vegetation is based on 2 riparian transects.  The type of trees found most frequently in the riparian zone consists mostly deciduous and some conifer ranging 15 – 30cm to 30 – 50cm dbh.
