GENERAL DESCRIPTION:


The N.F. Nehalem Mid Trib A winter habitat survey begins at its confluence with the N.F. Nehalem River and extends 245 meters.  One reach was designated based on channel morphology, gradient, and significant tributary junctions.  In reach 1, rapids and scour pools were the dominant substrate types, while bedrock, gravel and sand were the dominant substrate types.  This very short reach may have habitat suitable for Coho the first 150+ meters.  The end of the survey is shortly after the gradient increases, which eliminates habitat suitable for Coho.

REACH DESCRIPTIONS:

REACH 1:

Length – 245 meters.  The channel is constrained by hillslopes in a moderately narrow valley.  The average valley index is 1.5.  Land use for the reach is forest land, with deciduous trees.  The average unit gradient is 6.3%.  There was a small amount of large woody debris with 4 logs greater or equal to 10m x .6m, which averages to 1.6 key pieces per 100m.  The vegetation is based on 1 riparian transect.  The type of trees found most frequently in the riparian zone, consist of mixed deciduous and conifer trees varying in from young 3 – 15cm to 30 – 50 cm dbh.  The gradient increases near the end of the reach, which eliminates habitat suitable for Coho.
