GENERAL DESCRIPTION:


This short survey was conducted along with the Anderson Creek survey (ID#25838.00).  See Anderson Creek stream report for habitat specifics for Anderson Creek.  There was only one survey reach with a total distance of 115 meters.  Casacdes and rapids were the dominant habitat type, while cobble and boulder were the dominant substrate types.  

SNORKEL SURVEYS:

No snorkel survey was conducted due to lack of habitat for Coho.

REACH 1:


Length – 115 meters.  The channel is constrained by hillslopes in a steep valley.  The average valley index is 1.5.  Land uses for the reach are forest land.  The average unit gradient is 9.3%.  The channel characteristics include: 115 m primary and 0m secondary.  The reach contains no large woody debris greater to or equal to 10m x .6m.  The vegetation is based on 1 riparian transect.  The type of trees found most frequently in the riparian zone consists of mixed deciduous and conifers 15 – 30 cm dbh.
