GENERAL DESCRIPTION:


The South Fork Cook Creek winter habitat survey begins at its confluence with Cook Creek and extends 327 meters.  One reach was designated based on: Channel morphology, gradient, significant tributary junctions.  Rapids were the dominant habitat types, while cobble, bedrock, and gravel were the dominant substrate types.  There is a good plunge pool at the base of unit 1.  This Survey ended due to gradient increase.

SNORKEL SURVEYS:


No snorkel survey was conducted on this stream.  The habitat surveyors observed only trout in this stream. There was a nice plunge pool at the start followed by rapids.    

REACH DESCRIPTIONS:

REACH 1:


Length – 327 meters.  327 meters.  The channel is constrained by hillslopes in a moderately steep valley.  The average valley width index was 1.5.  Land use for the reach is forest land, with secondary timber.  The average unit gradient was 3.7%.  The channel characteristics include: primary 327 and no secondary.  2 pools were greater than 1 meter deep, which averages to 6.1 deep pools per 1 km.  The reach had a good amount of LWD with 25 logs greater or equal to 10m x .6m, which averages to 7.6 key pieces per 100m.  The vegetation is based on 1 riparian transect.  The trees found most frequently in the riparian zone are deciduous 30 – 50 cm dbh.  There is little potential for a wood placement project in this stream due to the narrow valley and steep gradient.
