GENERAL DESCRIPTION:


The Foley Creek Trib C (Dry Creek) winter habitat survey begins at its confluence with Foley Creek and extends 1,171 meters.  Two reaches were designated based on: Channel morphology, gradient, and significant tributary junctions.  In reach 1, riffles and scour pools were the dominant habitat types, while gravel and cobble are the dominant substrate types.  Reach 1 is mainly in a rural residential area. There are a few bridge crossings and the reach ends with a culvert.   In reach 2, rapids, riffles, and scour pools were the dominant habitat types, while gravel and cobble were the dominant substrate types.  Reach 2 begins at Miami River highway culvert crossing.  Not much wood present in the lower part of the reach, however, more wood is present as the stream meanders into a forested riparian.  Potential wood placement sites, however, no coho were observed. Survey ended at a blown out culvert crossing 

SNORKEL SURVEYS:


The snorkel survey observed only resident trout in this survey.  No juvenile coho (presmolt & fry) observed.  Landowners state that coho have migrated into this stream in past years, but not in the past 5+ years. 

REACH DESCRIPTIONS:

REACH 1:


Length – 348 meters.  The channel is constrained by high terraces in a broad valley.  The average valley width index is 10.0.  Land use for the reach is rural residential, with houses near the riparian.  The average unit gradient is 1.6%.  The channel characteristics include: primary 348m and secondary 18m.  1 pool was greater than 1 meter deep, which averages to 2.9 deep pools per 1 km.  There was no wood greater or equal to 10m x .6m.  The riparian is based on 1 riparian transect.  The vegetation found most frequently in the riparian zone were mixed deciduous and conifers 15 – 30 cm dbh and shrubs. There are houses around and a bit of trash and refuse in the creek.  Not much LWD in this reach.  Good potential for a wood placement project.  There is good access for industrial equipment.   

REACH 2:


Length – 823 meters. The channel is constrained by alternating terraces and hillslopes in a broad valley.  The average valley width index is 10.0.  Land use for the reach is forest land and agriculture, with secondary timber in the 2nd half.  The average unit gradient is 1.9%.  The channel characteristics include:  primary 823m and secondary 3m.  No pools were greater than 1 meter deep.  There was a very small amount of LWD with 3 logs greater or equal to 10m x .6m, which averages to 0.4 key pieces per 100m.  The vegetation is based on 1 riparian transect.  The trees found most frequently in the riparian zone were mixed deciduous and conifers 15 – 30 cm dbh.  There is refuse in the lower part of the reach including many old auto radiators and an old pickup bed.  During the 2nd half of the reach the stream enters into a forested riparian and there is some LWD present.  Potential for LWD project is limited with marginal habitat for coho.
