GENERAL DESCRIPTION:


The Roy Creek winter habitat survey begins at its confluence with Nehalem River and extends 3,172 meters.  Two reaches are designated based on channel morphology, gradient, and significant tributary junctions.  In reach 1, riffle and rapids were the dominant habitat type, while cobble and gravel were the dominant substrate types.  In reach 2, rapids and cascades were the dominant habitat type, while cobble and boulder were the dominant substrate types.  There is an impassable culvert for fish migration in the first 100m of reach 1.  The Lower Nehalem Watershed Council is in the process of replacing culvert.     

SNORKEL SURVEYS:


The snorkel surveys only observed resident trout in reach 1 and reach 2.  No juvenile Coho were observed during the snorkel survey.  It is anticipated that the culvert replacement project will allow Coho and Steelhead to migrate into this stream in future years.  

REACH DESCRIPTIONS:

REACH 1:


Length – 1,739 meters.  The channel is constrained by hillslopes in a moderate valley.  The average valley index is 1.6.  Land use for the reach is forest land, with recent logging and young trees.  The average unit gradient is 4.6%.  The channel characteristics include:  primary 1,739m and secondary 101m.  The reach had a small amount of large woody debris with 8 logs greater or equal to 10m x .6m.  The vegetation is based on 3 riparian transects.  The type of trees found most frequently in the riparian zone were deciduous averaging 15 – 30cm dbh.  The upper part of reach 1 was recently logged (<5yrs) and there are sections by the road with little or no riparian.  This part of the reach has excellent restoration potential, with little complex pools present.

REACH 2:


Length – 434 meters.  The channel is constrained by hillslopes in a steep valley.  The average valley index is 1.5.  Land use for the reach is forest land, with young trees and small timber.  The average unit gradient is 8.9%.  The channel characteristics include:  primary 434m and secondary 71m.  The reach had a small amount of large woody debris with 2 logs greater or equal to 10m x .6m.  The vegetation is based on one riparian transect.  The type of trees found most frequently in the riparian zone consists of deciduous 15 – 30cm dbh.  The suitable habitat for Coho present in reach 1, reduces in reach 2, due to an extreme gradient increase.
