GENERAL DESCRIPTION:


The Cheviot Creek winter habitat survey begins at it confluence with the Nehalem Bay and extends 122 meters.  One reach was designated based on channel morphology, gradient, and significant tributary junctions.  Riffles were the dominant habitat types, while gravel and sand were the dominant substrate types.  This stream has marginal to no Coho habitat due to the small active channel.  The stream begins with an impassable culvert, which follows under two adjacent culverts (Tillamook Bay railroad & HWY 101).  The habitat survey ends briefly due to an increase in gradient, further eliminating habitat suitable for Coho.  The landowner has not observed trout in this stream in well over ten years and has not observed Coho in the 25 years of property ownership.    

SNORKEL SURVEYS:


No snorkel survey was conducted in this stream.

REACH DESCRIPTIONS:

REACH 1:


Length – 122 meters.  The channel is constrained by terraces in a broad valley.  The average valley index is 6.0.  Land use for the reach is rural residential, with mixed secondary deciduous and conifers.  The average unit gradient is 3.5%.  The reach has only 1 piece of large woody debris greater or equal to 10m x .6m.  The vegetation is based on 1 riparian transect.  The type of trees found most frequently in the riparian zone consist of mixed deciduous and conifers 30 – 50cm dbh.  This stream has a small active channel that does not appear to have habitat suitable for Coho.  The two culverts at the start of the survey are a barrier fish passage.  No trout have been observed by the landowner in 10 years.
